Bet any gen'I'man any
som of money, from arf-a-crown up to a
suverin, as he dovsn’t name the thimble as
kivers the pea!”  Here some greenhorn
whispers his friend that he distinctly saw the
pea roll under the middie thimble—an im-
pression which is immediately confirmed by
a gentleman in top-boots who is standing
by, and whoin a low tone regrets his own
inability to bet in consequence of having
unfortunately left his purse at home, but
strongly urges the stranger not to neglect
such a golden opportunity. The * plant,’
is successful ; the bet is made ; the stranger
of course loses, and thé gentleman with
the thimbles consoles him as he pockets the
money with an assurance that it’s all the
fortin of var! this time I vin, next time
You vin : never mind the loss of two bob
and a hender!

Little old men and
women, with a small basketunder one arm,
and a wine-glass, without a foot, in the
other hand, tender *“a drop o’ the right
sort” to the different -groups; and young
ladies, who are peraunded to indulge ina
drop of the aforesaid right sort, display a
pleasivg degree of reluctance to taste it,
and cough afterwards with great propriety.

Thereupon the lady concerned' laughs and
blushes, and ultimately buries her face in
an imitation-cambric handkerchief, and the
gentleman described looks extromely fodl-
ish, and squeezes her hand, and fees the
gipsy liberally ; and the gypsy goes away
perfectly sntisfied herself, and leaving those
behind her perfectly satisficd nlso, and the
prophecy, like many othér prophecies of
greater importauce, fulfils itxelf in time.
But it grows dark, the crowd has gradu-
ally dispersed, and only ' few stragglérs
are left behind. The light in the direction
of the church shows that the fair is illumi-
nated, aud the distant noise proves it to'be
filling fast. The spot which half an hour
ago wasringing with shouts of hoisterous
mirth is as calm and quict ns if nothing
could ever disturb its serenity ; the fine old
trees, the majestic building at your fect,
with the noble river beyond, glistening in
the moonlight, appear before you in all
their beauty, and undér the most favour-
able aspect ; the voices of the asylum boys
singing their evening hymn are borue faintly
to your ear, and you feel something like
pride on reflecting, as you bend your steps
towards the Park-gate, that you belong to
the country which has selected sich a spot
as a retreat for its oldest and hest defend-
ers in the decline of life.

Five minutes walking brings you to the
fair; a scene calculated to awaken very dif-
ferent feclings from thoss inspired by the
place you have justleft. ‘The entrarce is
occupied on eitlier side by the vendors of
gingerbread and toys; the stalls are gaily
lighted up, the most attractive goods pro-
tusely dis‘msed, and unbonneted young la.
dies, in their zeal for the intetest of their
employers, seize you by the coat, and use
all their blandishments of ¥ Do dear"—
¢ There's a love'’—*¢ Don't be cross now,”
&e, to induce you to purchase halfa pound
of the realspice nuts, of which the mdjority
of the regular fair goers carry « pound of
two as a present supply, tied up ina cotton
pocket-handkerchief, ~ Occasionally, you
pass a deal table, on which are oxposed
pen'otths of pickled salmon (fonnel included)
in little white saucers ; oysters with shells as
large as cheese-plates, and divers spocimens
of a species of snail (wilks we think they
are called) floating in a somewhat bilious-
looking green liquid. Cigars, too, are in
great demand ; gentlemen must smoke, of
course, and here they are, two a peuny, in
a regular authentic cigar box, with a lighted
tallow candle in the centre.

Imagine yourselfin an extremely dense
crowd, which swings you to and fro and in
and out, and every way but the right one ;
add to this the screams of women, the shouts
of boys, the clanging of gongs, the fiving of
pistols, the ringing of bells, the bellowings
of speaking-trumpets, the squeaking of
penny dittos, the noise of a dozen bands,
with three drums in each, all playing differ-
ent tunes at the same time, the hollowing
of showmen, and an occasional roar from
the wild beast shows, and you are in the
centre and heartof the fair. ~ This inimense
booth, with the large stage in front, so
brightly illuminated with variagated lamps
and pots of burning fat, is “ Richard-
son’s,” where you have a melo-drama (with
three murders and a ghost,) a pantomine, a
comic song, an overture, and some incidene
tal music, all done in five-and-twenty
minutes, The company are now prominad-
ing outside in all the dignity of wigs, span-
gles, red-ocbre, and whiting. See with
what a ferocious air the gentleman who per-
sonates the Mexican chief paces up and
down, and with what an eye of calm dignity
the principal tragedian gazes on the crowd
below, or converses confidentially with the
harlequin. The four clowns, who are en-
engaged in a mock broad sword combat,
may be all very well for the low-minded
holyday makers; but these are the people
for the reflective portion of the community,
They look so noble in those Roman dresses
with their yellow legs and arms, long black
curley heads, bushey eyebrows, and scow]
expressive of assassination and vengeance,
and everything else ‘that is grand and so-
lemn, Then the Ladies—were there ever
such innoceut and awful-looking beings as
they watk up and down the plaiforms in
twos and threes, with their arms round each
other’s waists, or leaning for support on one
of those majestic men! Their spangled
muslin dresses and blue satin shoes and
sandles (a leetle the worse for wear) are
the admiration of all beholders ; and
the playful maoger in which they check
the advauces of the clown is perfectly

dress never fuils to produce a considerable
sensation, and sixpences flow into the treaw
sury with wonderful rapidity.

The dwarfs are also objects of great curi-
asity ; and asa dwarf, a giantess, a living
skeleton, a wild Indian, a * young lady of
singular beauty, with perfeclly white
huir and pink eyes,” and two or three
other natural curiosities are usually ex-
hibited tugether for the small charge of
a  pemy, they atiract ver numerous
audiences. The best thing about a dwaf
is, that he has always u little box, about two
feet six inches high, into which, by long
practice, he can just manage to get by doub-
ling himself up like a boot-jack ; t%)is box:
is Jaaimed outside like a six-roomed house,
and as the crowd see him ring & bell, or fire
a pistol out of the frst floor window, they
verily believe that it is his ordinary town
residence, divided like other mansions into
drawing rooms, dining-parlour, and bed
chambers. Shut up in this case, the unfortu-
nate little object is brought out to delight the-
throng by holding a facetious dialogue with
the proprietor, in the course of which, the
dwarf (who is always particularly drunk)
pledges himself to sing a comic song inside ;
and always various compliments to the ladies,
which induce them to “ come for'erd®’ with
great alacrity, As a giant is not so easily
moved, a pair of indescribables of most
capaciouis dimensions and a ~huge shoe are
usually brought out, into which two or three
stout men get all at once, to the enthusiastic
delight of the crowd, who are quite satisfied
with the solemn assurance that these habili-
wents form part of the giant’s every day cos-
tume.

The grandest and most numerously fre-
quented booth in the whdle ‘fair, however, is
“The Crown and Anchor”—g temporary
ball-room—we forget how many hundred
feet long, the price of admission to which is
one shilling, ~Immediately on your right
hand as you enter, after paying your money,
is a refreshment place, at which cold beaf roast
and boiled—French rolls, stout, wine, tongue,
ham, even fowls, if w2 recollect right, are
displayed in tempting array. 'There is a
raised orchestra, and the place is boarded all
the way down in patches, just wide enough
for a country dance.  There is no niaster of
the ceremonies in this artificial Eden—gll is
primative, unreserved, and unstudied. ~'The
dust is blinding, the heat insupportable, the
company somewhat noisy, and in the highest
