not escape, and to enforce the Government
orders, and a Storekeeper to serve out their
clothes and rations, and a Catechist or Chaplain
to instruct them ; so that the Government has
just done as much for the aborigines as it has
done for British conviets. What does Sir John
Franklin purpose after having personally in
spected the aboriginies’ prison? Is His Excel-
lency still deliberating with the Government
that sent them there?—a short time remains,
and death will decide what Sir John and his
Government cannot. And where is Captain
Maconochie, who gratuitously philosophizes on
the aborigines of other colonies, and overlooks
the original natives of this? will he not bend
his lively imagination and froitful genius to
concoct some benevolent plan, in order to ame.
liorate the pitiable condition of this much injured
ace ?
T We regret to see the Colonial Times scurri-
ously attacking the private character of Sir
John Franklin, and meddling with family mat
ters within the walls of his residence.  Surely,
private character should be sacred? Sir John
Franklin deserves our respect, and, as a private
individual, he will receive it from every class of
Colonists,—as his E<cellency the Governor, act-
ing under the advice of the Authorities, he is
fuir game; but, for charity’s sake, do not let us
interfere with his private life.  We had hoped
to see the tone of the Colonial Times changed in
its change of proprictors-—but, alas! the spirit
of Neheiniah Zwartback seewms to guide the pen
still.

‘The prison disc.pline of he Colony is in asad
state—indeed, every thing isgoing wrong. The
duties of almost every departinent under Go-
verniment are neglected, and the clerks saunter
about, having little or nothing to do. Abscond-
ing from chain gangs is becoming of daily occur-
rence, indeed from one gang in the interior,
fourtecn men ubsconded last week., Accounts
from Port Arthurstate, that six prisoners rushed
the watchmen, knocked them down, took posses.
sion of their fire-arms, with which three of them
absconded, end have taken the bush. From the
want of energy on the part of the Government,
we fully expect to see bushranging again disor-
ganizing the whole state of society. Calonial
Times.

‘There is likely to be a piece of work ahout
the New Norfolk Bridge. The cause of the
delay, &c., is now oozing out. It appears that
two Governors have termed the bridge a “ got
up job,” and have threatened to oppose the pass-
ing of the Bill in Council. Poor Sir John,
good man, knows nothing about it, hut he soon
will. The interests of u whole community are
not to be trifled with, and if he does not do
sowething in the aflair, an appeal to the Secre-
tary of State will decide the question.—Ibid.

Reminiscences of a Spendthrift.

% Profusion is ruin; for it ends in debt, in
injustice and infamy.” PaLey,

I was born of indulgent parents, and,
having been left early in the protection of
guardians more hent on peculating my for-
tune thun on the cultivation of my wind, 1
had ample opportuniiies of indulging in the
{ollies and extravagances of youth,

Being naturally endowed with strong pas-
sions aud warm feelings, I soon 211 into that
vortex of gaiety and dissipation which has
rained thousands ol voung men. My puarse
hecame the prey of kuaves, while my prin-
ciples were undermined by the vicious.
Soon as I left school I launched into the
bear monde with all the ardeney, folly, aud
recklessness which distinguishes our present
race of young gentlemen. 1 soon found that
the gratification of one passion excites ano-
ther, and that the trnin of artificial pleasures
in which society indulge lead their voraries
to the very pit of poverty, disease and dis-
arace,
associating with companions richer than my-
self, by which pride and vanity were coittin-
ually drawing on my slender means,  'Flis is
a fatal trait in youth, and destroys more than
the sword itselt, I'hey ave accustomed to
move in a certain vonnd of pleasures dispro-
portioned to their condition 5 and, rather
than curb their pride or contract their es-
tablishments, they march forward to ruin
with the utiost unconcern,

This was the grand ervor of my life. 1
found, though teo late, that the more I as.
cended in what the world (oh ! how falsely !;
calls good company, the more I descended
in energy and cultivation of mind. For
every raising step of ambition in the scale
of respectability, 1 fell too in the scale of
uinly vitue and independence ! False and
delusive hope ever to acquire virtue, worth,
intellect, beyoud the ceutral grade of society,
wherehonesty, if it existatall,exists the most.
The more 1 ascended the more effeminate
the minds and barren the intellects, conse-
guently less regard was paid to priaciple,
Here I associated with acquaintance which
wy youth and inexperience called friends,
They drank of my cupand eatof my bread,
for my house, my purse, my very soul was
theirs!  That was the moment to take
Seneca’s advice,

¢ Lach mighty lord, big with pompous rame

And each high house of fortune and of fame,

With caution fly: contrast thy ample sails,

Aund near the shore improve the gentle gales.”
But youth is not the season of reflection, 1
was fullowed, flattered, and caressed, DMy
generosity led to profusion. silently paved
the way to ruin,  The parasites who de.
coyed me from reflection and prudence
lived on my means ! but

“Ah! when the means are gone, then buy this
praise

T'he breath is gone whereof this praise ismade:

Fast-won, fust-lost; one cloud of winter shower

These flies are couched.”

Although my table groaned with rare
and expeusive food, and the full goblet was
drained a thousand times; although my
purse strings were opened to their wants ;
nay, my credit, books, habiliments, and
turuiture were theirs as they list, —all—all
used in common to the feeling of heaven-
born friendship ;” yet here I am, a despica-
ble solitary, and even “ neglected by those
my former bounty fed ** ¢ I wonder men
dare trust themselves to men” after this.
How many young heivs and promising
youths full a prey to the prowling parasites
who ran up and down in the midst of society,
even like Sawan,  seeking whom they may
devour " As for mysell, 1 shudder at the
recollection of my conduct; and at this
moment 1 sympathize with the thousands
and tens of thousands similarly situated,
Nine-tenths of the misery of the community
arise from the people living beyond thewr
means: from plunging into oue continued
round of dissipation and luxury from which
they are only awakeued by the gaol, « diveful
discase, or a premature grave! Iixtrava-
sance is the very bane of modern society
We prey on each other, The antificial ex-
istence we lead renders one part necessary to
support the other. As the eagle devows
the kite, the kite the smaller aud defenceless
birds, so man devours his fellow: fiom
greater 10 smaller; swaller to greater.  The
rich oppress the poor; aud the poor, in their
turn, plunder the rich!  How often has the
morning been spent in devising new plea-
sures for the evening, aud the evening in rivt
and dissipation. But how seldom, alas! did
the evening’s amusement bear the morning’s
reflection. I remember one night—(cursed
is the remembrance of past ingratitude,
conpled with folly and vice)—one evening |
remember well 5 it was that of my natal day,
and the preparations for its commemoration
were on a splendid scale.  We were all
merry—apparently happy; the glittering
champagne, purple port, and golden sherry
flowed in streams as copious as the hounteoas
Nile; vich viands, rare and delicions, made
the very tables groan with the savoury feast,
while the soft voice of music fell on the
listening ear.

In this state of feverish excitement I miglt
expect cousolation from my componions—-
the locusts who were devouring me; but,
instead of that sympathy which virtuous
friendship yields, they stood aloof; mnay,
were leard to declave, that ¢ they never ex-
pected anything else from the course of life
I led!”’ 'L'his specimen of modern genteel
friendship was wormwood ; althongh it was
the echo of the parasite Lucullus, who says

1 followed the dangerous ambition of

of Timon, A noble gentlemen it is if he
would not keep so good a house; many a
time and often have I dined with him, and
told him on’t; and came again to supper to
him, of purpose to have him spend less; and
yet he wonld embrace no couusel, take no
warning by my coming,’ How miserable
to “sce meat fill knaves and wine heat
fools” at your very table, and neither see
their ingratitude nor your own approaching
ruin.

“ Tis a pity had not eyes behind,

"That man might neer be wretched from his
mind.”

After all, what ave those shallow things
called acquaintance ? Those fawning, creep-
ing, prowling idlers, who have always * the
vociteration of merriment, but seldom the
tranquillity of cheerfulness”. 'To me they
were “ wretches who considered me as sub-
servient to their puvposes; sireus that enticed
we to shipwreck ; cyclops that gaped to de-
vour me.”’

My certain tnin was in lending money.
To one | lent fifty pounds; to another 1
passed my word for his debt, which I had
afterwards to pay. I brought another out of
gaol, where I soon followed myself. For
this one I sizmed a bond ; for that T aceepted
a bill; all which I had altimately to honowr.
